1. Health Regulations:  

HORSES & OTHER EQUIDAE: 
a).  Must be accompanied by a certificate of veterinary inspection with identification and 
temperature of the horse(s) shown. A certificate of veterinary inspection is defined as a 
certificate issued by a licensed graduate, accredited veterinarian after a physical 
examination has been conducted certifying that the livestock described are free from 
symptoms of contagious, infectious, or communicable diseases and shall include a 
statement certifying the origin of the livestock. The certificate shall include the name and 
address of the caretaker of such livestock if the owner's residence is other than the 
premises where the livestock are to be maintained. 
 
b). Negative EIA Test within twelve (12) months prior to entry for all equidae over six 

 (6) months of age. Negative EIA Test will be checked by the Arkansas Livestock and 
 Poultry Inspectors upon arrival on the Fairgrounds. 
 
2. Stalls:  

Stalls at the Arkansas State Fairgrounds should be checked for safety before stabling of your 
horse. Stalls will be available beginning Monday, July 27th at 1:00 p.m. All stalls must be 

vacated by 10 a.m., Monday, August 3
rd

, 2009. State delegations will be stabled together. 
Stall assignments will be given out at check in and will be posted at the Stall Office in the 
horse show complex stabling area. Individual stall assignments must be arranged by your 
State Extension Horse Specialist. 

 
3. Bedding: 

 Shavings will be available for purchase. 
 
4. Motel Reservations: 

Rooms are blocked for Florida participants at the Comfort Inn & Suites

490-2010).  Both at $69/night and located at the same exit near the airport.  See the cover 
letter for more details. 
 

11. Opening Ceremony: 
The Ceremony will be held in the Barton Coliseum at 7:00 p.m. on Thursday, July 30th, 
2009. State Delegations are requested to check in with the paddock crew by 6:30 p.m. 
Please no animals are permitted in the arena during opening ceremonies. 

 
 



5. Camper and RV Hookups: 
There are 200 permanent hook-ups and capacity to add temporary power for camping, as 
well as shower facilities, and a full service dump station for your convenience. The Rates 
(Per day) are: $30.00 – 30amp full hookup ~ sewer, water, and electric 

$25.00 – 30amp ~ electric and water only 
$20.00 - 30amp ~ electric only 
$40.00 – 50amp full hookup ~ sewer, water, and electric (limited 
availability)  
Payment will be collected upon arrival. 

 
6. Veterinarians: 

There will be veterinary service on the grounds from Tuesday, July 28 – August 2 
(conclusion of the show) 

 
7.  Farrier: 

A farrier will be on the grounds during show hours. 
 
8. Feed/Hay: 
 There are local feed suppliers in the area. 
 
9. Photographer: 

Pearson Photography will be the official show photographers. They will be using digital 
technology which will allow exhibitors to see pictures almost immediately. The top three 
in each class and contest events are requested to report to the photography area 
immediately following each class. These prints will be provided only to State Extension 
Horse Specialist for promotional use. Additional photographs can be purchased through 
the show photographers.
